Start	of	term	for	students	
		
This	will	be	staggered	to	allow	for	student	induction	and	COVID	testing.	
		

• Thursday	2nd	September	-	Years	9,	10	and	11	students	who	have	testing	consent,	
can	visit	the	site	at	any	time	between	8.30am	and	3.30pm	to	have	their	first	
Lateral	Flow	Test	(LFT).	These	will	take	place	in	the	old	Sixth	Form	Common	
Room	and	classrooms	by	the	library.	Once	students	have	received	their	results	
they	can	return	home.	

		
• Friday	3rd	September	–	Years	7	and	8	will	be	onsite	all	day	for	induction	and	for	

those	with	consent	their	first	LFT.	Year	7	will	be	taking	part	in	a	University	of	
Kent	workshop	for	the	first	two	days	and	will	be	informed	about	their	Personal	
Tutor	(PT)	groups.		Year	12	will	be	onsite	from	8:30am	until	12:00pm	and	Year	
13	will	be	onsite	between	12:00pm-2:00pm.		

		
• Monday	6th	September	–	all	students	will	be	back	on	site	all	day.	The	first	lesson	

will	be	Personal	Tutor	time	followed	by	normal	lessons.	For	Years	9,	10	and	11	
there	will	be	staff	as	well	as	lists	around	the	site	of	PT	groups	and	venues	that	
students	will	need	to	check	for	Period	1.	The	students	in	these	year	groups	with	
consent	will	be	offered	their	second	LFT	at	some	point	during	this	day.	Year	12	
will	be	onsite	at	Brompton	Academy	between	8:30am	and	12:00pm.	Year	13	will	
be	onsite	at	their	Hub	School	from	8:30am.		

		
• During	Tuesday	Years	7,8,	12	and	13	with	consent	will	be	offered	their	second	

LFT	at	some	point	during	lessons.	
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After	this	date	students	will	be	issued	with	a	pack	of	LFTs	to	continue	testing	twice	a	
week	at	home.

Guidance	has	now	changed	meaning	previous	measures	such	as	year	group	bubbles,	
staggered	timings,	social	distancing,	wearing	PE	kit	and	self-isolation	for	close	contacts	
are	no	longer	required.	However,	we	will	continue	with	our	extensive	hygiene	and	
safety	site	protocols	that	kept	staff	and	students	so	safe	during	the	last	few	months.	For	
example	fogging	the	site,	sanitising	points	and	masks	for	those	that	wish	to	continue	
wearing	them	will	be	in	place.
