Term 1 Events

The Library 
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The library has been utilising its new online cataloguing system for the past couple of terms. 
This fabulous new system allows students to search online for books in our catalogue, 
reserve, review and create their own reading lists. Parents/carers are also able to peruse our 
stock. Ongoing work will allow the library to fully support the students’ curriculum with extra  
reading, revision guides and contextual resources. Over the year the library will be hosting 
four clubs: Creative Writing Club; Digital Art Club; Strictly Come Reading; and the Harry 
Potter Reading Club. 
 
ParentPay 
 
ParentPay is our online payment and consent platform and is used for a wide variety of 
purchases ranging from trips to meals. You will soon be receiving your login for the platform 
and can use this to top up your child’s breakfast, break and lunch account online. If you 
experience any issues with using the platform, please contact our Main Office who will be 
able to support.  
 
Lime Lounge Menus 
 
The Academy’s catering is provided by Caterlink who offer a breakfast service (served from 
7.30am - 8:35am), a break service and a lunchtime service in the Lime Lounge. Last year 
we also launched our new catering pod, the Little Lime, which serves food and drink options 
for students during the times above.

Policy changes  
  
As we move into a new academic year, we have reflected on our rewards and behaviour 
policies and have introduced some initial changes and reminders to all students. All students 
had an assembly on Monday to ensure they were clear on the changes.
