Term 3 Update 
 
As we begin our third term of the year, I wanted to take the opportunity to send you some 
updates and highlight key upcoming dates and events.  
 
COVID Testing and Vaccinations  
 
Thank you for your ongoing support with Lateral Flow Testing at home. The majority of 
students had consent for testing last Tuesday and Wednesday, with only one positive result, 
which is yet to be confirmed by PCR. In addition, the NHS have been into the academy this 
week facilitating the second vaccination for all students who are eligible at this time.  
 
Students should continue to test regularly (at least twice weekly) using the lateral flow home 
test kits that are distributed to students on an ongoing basis. Additional home test kits are 
available from Student Services and we encourage students to ensure they have a good 
supply to allow them to continue testing on a regular basis.  
 
Term 2 events 
 
During the final week of Term 2 we had a number of exciting and successful events taking 
place across the student houses and it proved to be an enjoyable week for all. A huge well 
done to all of our students who took part in the planning and delivery of events including our 
Christmas markets, student choir carol service and house charity fundraiser activities. In 
addition to these, students also took part in visits to the pantomime in Chatham, watched our 
very own staff panto here at Chatham Grammar, were invited to an evening Christmas 
cinema screenings and a disco to finish the week off.
